The Book Selection Committee
would therefore like to point out that when
the New York Times compiled its list, “The 10
Best Books of 2009”, we had purchased all of
them for the Library. You can find them in
the new-book bins in the main hall. If you'd
like to see the list itself, there’s a copy behind
the desk.

February! On the plus side: it's not January.
It's short. The days are longer now. But in
February, hibernate is not just a word. It's a way
of life, a solitary one, stripped of the sociability
that comes with warmer weather. So it’s a good
time for a virtual social life, and we don’t mean
Facebook. Take a look at some of the
biographies that have joined us recently. Their
subjects may not be people you’d choose as
real-life intimates, but reading about them
provides some of the fascination of social life
without any of the inconvenience.

Elizabeth Gilbert, Committed.. Strictly

speaking, this is not a biography but a
memoir. Readers who enjoyed Gilbert’s earlier
Eat, Pray, Love will want to continue with this
account of her eventual marriage.

Michael Scammell, Koestler: The Literary and
Political Odyssey of a Twentieth-Century Skeptic.
Arthur Koestler is best remembered for his
Cold War novel Darkness at Noon. Like Woody
Allen’s Zelig, Koestler was there, and knew
everybody from Simone de Beauvoir (Paris,
Sartre) to Timothy Leary (Harvard, LSD).

Joan Schenkar, The Talented Miss
Highsmith. Patricia Highsmith was the creator
of such disturbing fiction as Strangers on a
Train and The Talented Mr. Ripley. There were
few barriers between disturbing art and
turbulent life for this secretive, closeted, close
to amoral writer.

Terry Teachout, Pops: A Life of Louis
Armstrong. “You can’t play nothing on
trumpet that doesn’t come from him,” said
Miles Davis. Teachout shows us the early
days, when Armstrong was a revolutionary
tigure, as well as the cushier times of his later
popularity.

And please note: Daphne du Maurier,
Enchanted Cornwall. This lovely book is not
newly published, but it's new to the Library
It's a lavishly illustrated memoir of the first
Cornwall, at the southwestern tip of England,
by the author of Rebecca.
